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Any applications used on myscouting.org were moved and now available under Legacy Web Tools after selecting the
Menu button at the top left corner. No more confusion on where to go to find the tools you need. Additionally, you no
longer need to login again to access any applications in my.Scouting Tools. Now you have one access for all your
Scouting needs.

A new feature under Legacy Web Tools is Manage Member ID. Manage Member ID allows you the ability to add
additional member ID(s) to your account and manage primary settings. Changing primary settings requires you to log
out and log back in for it to take effect.
